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Spoti fy announces its Q1 2020 results, at which point we will find out whether i t had a COVID-bounce 
l ike Netflix did (adding 15.8 million subscribers in Q1) or whether growth s lowed. But before that, there 

i s  one little detail from Spotify’s 2019 Annual Report which warrants a closer look. Hidden away in the 
commentary there is this innocuous looking line: “For the year ended December 31, 2019 [Universal 

Music Group, Sony Music Entertainment, Warner Music Group, and Merlin] accounted for approximately 
82% of music streams.” The same line is in Spotify’s 2018 Annual Report with the figure at 85%. So, the 

majors and Merlin indies saw their share of Spotify s treams decline by three percentage points in 2019. 
That in itself is interesting and builds on the narrative of the streaming tail getting longer and fatter, 

with the superstars losing share. But with a little creative thinking we can do a lot more with this three 
percentage points shift.

250 companies – including the l ikes of Believe, Platoon, Beats 1, Maverick and Empire – have based 

their UK HQs  within the development, which hosts a  range of offices, studios and other amenities. 
Having recently announced a  second UK s ite in the North of England, due to open next year, Tileyard is 
now looking at more than doubling the footprint of its original London site (mock -up, pictured) as well 

as  eyeing expansion into the US and Far East. The double-pronged UK expansion involves an investment 
of over £40 mi l lion and is expected to bring over 2,000 new jobs to the sites in London and Wakefield. 

Meanwhile, Tileyard’s management team have already scoped out potential locations in the US (with all 
major music cities under consideration) whilst also planning a move into Singapore.

Since early March, first with Miami’s Ultra Music Festival and then Austin’s South By Southwest being 
cal led off and then Coachella rescheduled for October – along with sports seasons, school years and 

even Hollywood blockbusters being put on hold – i t quickly became apparent that no concerts of any 
kind would be taking place in the immediate future, with some proclaiming that could be the case for all 

of 2020, or even longer. The coronavirus pandemic suddenly became a  tangible and dire obstacle for the 
North American concert industry rather than an abstract, distant possibility in a foreign country. The 

ti tanic economic and social consequences of all “non -essential businesses” (an oxymoron to any 
bus iness owner or entrepreneur), remaining closed for longer than a month led to local government 

leaders, politicians and business leaders clamoring to reopen. President Trump then gave some 
guidance as to what that could look like and leaders of some states announced measures to reopen 

some nonessential businesses as early as this week.

Streaming accounted for 95 percent of Latin music’s 2019 United States earnings, which grew by 28 
percent from 2018, to $554 mi llion. The Recording Industry Association of America (RIAA) disclosed the 
s tatistics in i ts newly published U.S. Latin Music Revenues Report, which was shared with Digital Music 

News. The U.S. Latin music market grew by 28 percent in 2019, once again, compared to about 13 

percent growth for the overall s tateside music market. Latin music streaming revenue, for i ts part, 
earned $529 mi llion last year, about 65 percent of which derived from paid subscriptions.Additionally, 

freemium music-streaming services produced 29 percent more revenue ($121 million) for Latin music in 
2019 than in 2018.

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On May 1, Bandcamp waived its revenue shares for for a second time. For a  full 24 hours, the site 
directed 100% of revenue to artists in an effort to help musicians whose financial s tability has been 

affected by the spread of COVID-19. Now, Bandcamp has revealed that $7.1 million was spent on the 
s i te that day. Bandcamp fi rst waived its revenue shares on March 20, which resulted in what was then 

the biggest sales day in Bandcamp’s history. A tota l of $4.3 million was spent on the site in the 24-hour 
period. The company announced that roughly 800,000 i tems were purchased, marking more than 15 

times their sales on a typical Friday. Bandcamp will continue to direct revenue shares to musicians for an 
additional two Fridays. On June 5 and July 3, customers can once again ensure that their money will 

di rectly support artists for a full 24 hours (from midnight to midnight Pacific).

New research from the Music Producers Guild shows that 48% of commercial recording s tudios could go 
out of business within three months, unless they receive further support from the government. As  

revea led in the latest issue of Music Week, the MPG has surveyed the studio sector and discovered the 
ful l  extent of the impact during the Covid-19 lockdown. But the government announced a further 

£617m in grants for small companies at the weekend. The MPG has called for business rates relief and 
grants to be extended to recording studios, warning that unless the government steps in, many facilities 

could be lost for good. “The UK has some of the finest recording s tudios in the world, but unless the 
government steps in with immediate support, half of those studios won’t be around when things get 

back to normal, and the knock-on effects on the wider industry wi ll be disastrous,” said MPG executive 
director Olga FitzRoy.

The global recorded music market grew by over eight percent in 2019, to $20.2 bi llion, and there are 
now more than 340 mi llion worldwide music streaming service subscribers. The International Federation 

of the Phonographic Institute (IFPI) published these and other telling stats in i ts Global Music Report, 
which was shared with Digital Music News this morning. The eye-popping 341 million figure counts 

tota l  subscribers at the end of 2019, which means this figure is probably a  lot higher. Per the IFPI’s 
report, 2019’s  considerable music streaming service hike brought with it a nearly 25 percent revenue 

uptick, pushing streaming’s earnings to $11.2 billion. Subscription -based audio streams, along with 
downloads and digital revenue, comprised almost 50 percent of global music industry revenue. 

Moreover, ad-supported music streams (including videos) and premium subscriptions accounted for 
over 56 percent of 2019’s total music industry income.
